NATIONAL UNIVERSITY OF MODERN LANGUAGES (NUML),
ISLAMABAD, PAKISTAN
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National University of Modern Languages (NUML), Islamabad, Pakistan was
cstablished as an institute in 1969 to teach dilferent Ianguaﬂcs It was upgraded to the
status of a University in May 2000. NUML is contribtiting in creating knowledge with a
local and global perspective while teaching 27 oriental ‘and occidental languages in
addition to providing education in five different faculties, which are Faculty of
Languages, English Studies, Social Sciences, Management Sciences, Engineering and
Computer Sciences.

Tajik State Institute of Languages (TSIL), Dushanbe, Tajikistan was founded by
the former Soviet Union Cabinet of Ministers on May 29, 1979 as the Tajik State
Pedagogical Institute of Russian Language and Literature and in 1992 it was
reorganized into the Tajik State Institute of Languages. Today, Tajik State Institute of
Languages educaces 2500 students. The university staff includes 250-300 persons. local
and foreign professors from Russia, USA, Germany, Iran, China, Japan, Egypt, and
Korea.

TSIL and NUML, hereinafter will be referred as Parties have agreed as follows:

Article |
Purpose of Cooperation

1. The Parties under this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU), respecting the
laws, rules, regulations and national policies currently in force in each country,
will promote cooperation in the academic, edueational and scientific fields,
valuing institutional cooperation in more structured fashion, and to develop and
carry out collaborative activilies

Article 2
Areas of Cooperation

9. The Partics shall establish and encourage mutually beneficial scientific,
technological, educational and other relations based on the following activities:
a. Exchange of teachers and researchers.
Exchange of students.
Organization of joint scientific research and conferences.
Implementation of short-term courses in Russian and Tajik languages.
Exchange of scientific information, printed matter and other information,
Lectures, seminars, symposia ete.

3. All cases of exchange and assistance mentioned above shall be subject to the
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regulations and timetable of both the Parties. The number of staff to participate in an
exchange or assistance program, shall be negotiated on case to case basis.
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Article 3
Financial Implications and Implementation Flan

4. The Parties agreed that financial arrangements shall be negotiated in each case and
shall be dependent on the availability of funds.

5. The Parties shall aim to find sources of financial assistance for the activities and
exchange to be undertaken in the terms of this MOU.

Article 4
Modification and Termination of this MOU
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6. This MOU may be modified at any time, subject to the approval of both Parties. With
respect to any proposal to modify the MOU, Six months written notice shall be given to
the other party.

7. This MOU may be terminated by either party on Six months advance wrilten notice
without prejudice to the persons already engaged in a current program of exchange.

R Article 5
?; Settlement of Disputes

8. All differences and disputes between the Parties arising from or concerning with the
application of this MOU shall be amicably settled through mutual consultations and
negotiations between the Parties. In case of any dispute in interpretation and/or
implementation under this MOU, respective national laws, regulations, policies and
practices of the Parties shall prevail.

Article 6
Duration and Renewal of the Agreement
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9. The MOU shall come into force from the date of signature by the competent
authoritics of both institutions, and shall be valid for 5 (five) years in the first instance.
This MOU may be renewed for a further 5 (five) years, with the written consent of bath
Parties.
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In Witness Whereof, the undersigned being duly authorized by the Parties have signed
this Memorandum of Understanding in Islamabad on 02 this day of June 2021 in two
originals copies English and Tajik languages being equally authentic.
